
Charity Puff Stitch Cowl 
- free crochet pattern - 

 
 
Material 
- 2 balls à 50 g of Woolly Hugs Charity yarn by Veronika Hug 
- 6.5 mm crochet hook 
- scissors, needle 
 
 
For this pattern I used two different colors. 
 
Sizes 
The pattern instructions allow you to make the cowl in any size using any yarn and hook. Follow the 
pattern instructions until your desired length and width are met and notice to use more yarn if 
necessary. 
 
Puff stitch 
Yarn over, insert hook in indicated stitch and draw up a loop, yarn over, insert hook in same stitch 
and draw up a loop 2 more times until you have 7 loops on hook, yarn over and draw through all 
loops on hook, ch 1. 
 
Cowl 
Work a series of 50 chains (or so many chains as desired, work with multiples of 2) 
Slip stitch in beginning of chain 1 space and be careful not to twist the chains. 
 
Round 1: chain 2 and double crochet in every of the next stitches, join with slip stitch to 2nd chain of 
initial chain 2 
Round 2: chain 3 and *2 puff stitches in next stitch, skip stitch*, repeat from * to *around, join with 
slip stitch in 3rd stitch of chain 3 
Round 3, 5, 7, 9, 11, 13: repeat round 1 
Round 4, 6, 8, 10, 12, 14: repeat round 2 
Round 15: slip stitches around 
 
Finishing 
Fasten off and weave in the loose ends.
